Montana’s seasonally-adjusted, non-agricultural payroll
employment increased by 1,300 jobs (+0.3%) over the
month, for a total of 462,400 for January 2016.

(+0.8%). The largest loss occurred in Natural resources
and mining, with 600 fewer jobs (-7.9%) over the month.
